In March the U.S. will enter its 7th year of war and occupation of Iraq. This criminal war based on lies has brought the deaths of hundreds of thousands of Iraqis and well over 4000 U.S. troops. Many coalitions, networks, and organizations are organizing nationally, regionally, and locally for a mass March on the Pentagon and demonstrations in San Francisco and other cities on March 21, 2009. For the list please visit www.pentagonmarch.org. These mobilizations offer us an important opportunity this spring to stand up for peace in the Middle East, Central Asia, and throughout the world. Your help is urgently needed to publicize, build, and fund transportation for the March on the Pentagon. The mass opposition to the wars and the mobilization of hundreds of thousands in the streets has made a difference in the overall shift in politics in the country and in statements by the government that there will soon be troop withdrawals from Iraq. However, the new administration has indicated that it plans to stay there indefinitely and 30,000 additional U.S. troops are to be sent to Afghanistan. Meanwhile, the whole world watched in horror as Israel massacred well over 1000 Palestinians in Gaza using weapons of mass destruction provided by Washington. And only days after the inauguration, orders were given to bomb Pakistan, resulting in 21 deaths, most of them women and children. 

A mass movement in the streets is needed now more than ever if we are to succeed in getting all U.S. troops out of Iraq and Afghanistan, ending U.S. support for Israel’s occupation of Palestine, stopping the attacks on Pakistan, and preventing a war against Iran. On March 21 tens of thousands of supporters of justice and peace will be extending our hands to the beleaguered peoples in these countries and letting them know that their voices for self-determination and peace are being heard right here in the U.S. The world will know that the antiwar movement is organized and determined to mobilize opposition to the U.S. policy of war, occupation, and intervention until peace prevails and the last soldiers are brought home.
